School Safety Grant

The School District of Bowler applied for the grant and we have been awarded a total of
$39,040.00. It may be used for items such as shatter resistant film on glass, staff training, and
additions to existing systems such as cameras or intercom systems. It cannot be used to add
additional staff or replace existing security and safety equipment.

Summer Hours

As most of you know the Board hired me as a part-time administrator and I am limited to an
average of 100 hours a month due to current state retirement statutes. The busiest time of the
year for me within the district is in the early fall and late spring. As a result I will work fewer
hours in the summer so that [ have additional hours to use in the busier months, In July and
August I will be primarily in district on Mondays and Tuesdays and will work about 70 hours
each of those months.

If anyone would like to see me please let me know by calling or via email and we can schedule

time on one of those days. The district chose this option to be as fiscally responsible as possible
and we will be reviewing this as this next year moves forward. The Board will need to decide if
this is meeting the needs of the district in the long run.

Ongoing Activities

In the June edition of the Chalkdust I mentioned that we had a number of summer projects going
on. They included repairing asphalt in all of the parking lots, repairing the track, replacing the
entire asphalt in the back area of the school, air conditioning and heating in the third and fourth
grade hallway and putting air conditioning into the server rooms. All of these projects will be
completed before the start of the school year on September 4.

Additionally, we are busy with the hiring process and filling vacant positions. I am hopeful that
we will have all teaching positions filled before August 1. Our custodial and maintenance team
are very busy cleaning, repairing and generally getting school ready for another year.

Dear Parent/Guardian:

Children need healthy meals to learn. The School District of Bowler offers healthy meals every schoo! day. Breakfast is free for all
students; lunch costs are: Grades K-3, $2.10; Grades 4-6, $2.20; Grades 7-12, $2.35. Your children may qualify for free meals or for
reduced price meals, Reduced price is $.40 for funch, This packet includes an application for free or reduced price meal benefits, and
a set of detailed instructions. Below are some common questions and answers to help you with the application process.

1. WHO CAN GET FREE OR REDUCED PRICE MEALS?

e  All children in households receiving benefits from FoodShare, the Food Distribution Program on Indian
Reservations (FDPIR}}, or W-2 cash benefits are eligible for free meals,

e  Foster children that are under the lega! responsibility of a foster care agency or court are eligible for free meals.

e  Children participating in their school’s Head Start program are eligible for free meals.

»  Children who meet the definition of homeless, runaway, or migrant are eligible for free meals.

e Children may qualify to receive free or reduced price meals if your household’s income is at or below the limits on
the Federal Income Eligibility Guidelines.

If
your household was notified it qualified for reduced price meals, we encourage you to complete an application to potentially
qualify for free meals based on household size and income.

If your
child attends a school that participates in CEP, receipt of free breakfast and lunch meals does not depend on returning this
application. However, this information is necessary for other programs and may be used to determine if your household is
eligible for additional benefits.
