Wisconsin Shopping Tax Holiday

Starting Wednesday, Aug. 1, Wisconsin shoppers will have a five-day sales tax holiday. During
this time, they will not be charged state and local sales tax on a variety of items including
clothing, computers and school supplies.

During the sales tax holiday, purchases of these items are not taxable:
» Clothing — sales price of each item must be $75 or less.

+ Computer purchased by a consumer for their personal use — sales price of each computer must
be $750 or less.

« School computer supplies purchased by the consumer for their personal use - sales price of
each item must be $250 or less.

» School supplies - sales price of each item must be $75 or less.

» Many other items are also included. For a complete list check out
www.revenue.wi.gov/taxholiday.

All taxpayers will be able to make purchases of eligible items without paying sales tax.
Bridging Brighter Smiles

I am pleased to announce that the School District of Bowler has partnered with Bridging Brighter
Smiles, Inc., a Wisconsin based non-profit organization, to offer preventative dental care for our
students 4K - 12th grade. They will be offering dental screenings, cleanings, fluoride varnish
applications and sealant placement. These services will be provided right at school utilizing
portable equipment. More information will be coming soon. This service will be free to eligible
families and is voluntary, permission will need to be granted prior to the dental team seeing your
children,

Ongoing Activities
